	Abstract (10)
	- Clearly summarizes all main parts of the paper in a single short paragraph.

	- Incomplete summary of the paper OR way too long.

	Introduction (10)
	· Makes a compelling argument for why the research topic is interesting or relevant.

· Purpose and hypothesis are clear.
	- Purpose and hypothesis are clear.
	- does not demonstrate a sufficient understanding of related research. 
	Paper neglects to make research topic interesting

	Method (10)
	· Method section is detailed enough that study could be easily replicated.

- Study design reflects a thorough understanding of the research process.

- Earnest attempts are made to eliminate bias and confounding variables

- Variables are clearly operationalized.
	- Method section lacks some of the detail needed for replication.
- Study design shows good effort in creating quality research 


	- Method section lacks many details.
- Study design attempts to address question, but contains major flaws that are not addressed. 
	- Method section is incomplete and/or cursory.
- Study design does not address question or only tangentially so.

	Results (10)
	· Data is presented in an organized fashion that is easy to read with clear captions

· enough details are given that calculations could be replicated 
	-Data is presented in an organized fashion, but details concerning calculations or statistical tests are missing.
	- Data is presented in a confusing or inaccurate way.
- Inferential statistics not mentioned.
	Results section is incomplete or so disorganized that it leaves many questions.

	Discussion (10)
	- Draws an accurate conclusion of the data. 

- demonstrates recognition of remaining biases and confounders and addresses them.

- discusses future research by either suggesting further specific ideas for future research or an application. 
	- Conclusion is accurate but lacks some accurate details.
- Major confounders are not addressed. 

- Discussion of future research is vague.
	- Conclusion is inaccurate or does not accurately address the statistical tests.
- Several obvious confounders are not addressed. 

- no discussion of future research.
	Discussion section is missing major portions or demonstrates a very poor understanding of the research.

	Organization (10)
(paper and project materials)
	- The information in this paper is incredibly easy to follow and sorted in the proper sections.

- The order of information presented makes logical sense and flows well. 

- The students make connections between the different ideas presented in the paper.
